What is TRAP?

(a lot of fun!)

A machine (the trap) throws round clay targets at
any of 5 angles as shown by the stars above.

Shooters stand on concrete pads (like a sidewalk)
shown by the numbers above.

“PULLY”

“Pull” is the command given by the shooter for a clay
target to be released from the trap.

Shooter #1 fires at one clay target, shooter #2 fires at
one clay target, and so on. After each shooter has
shot 5 times, they move to the next pad. This
continues until each shooter has shot 25 times.
